	Submit a Biography of 200  500 words: Thomas Coldwell was born 1735-36 in Chester County. Pennsylvania.  His parents were Thomas Coldwell and Mary Jane (Parks) Coldwell.  His parents moved to Prince Edward County, Virginia in 1747 and purchased 400 acres on Fort Creek.  They sold 200 acres to their son Thomas in 1760.  Thomas married Delphia Ballard in 1765 and began a family of eight children.  He sold his 200 acres on 1772.  Around 1775 he moved to a tract of land north of the Holston River in Washington County, North Carolina which would later become Hawkins County, North Carolina, then Hawkins County, Tennessee.  There he lived in peace until British Major Patrick Ferguson issued statements that threatened to hang the leaders and destroy the settlements of western Virginia and North Carolina (including, in 1780, what would later become eastern Tennessee) for the twin sins of refusing to take the loyalty oath and for providing safe harbors for the militiamen of South Carolina and Georgia.  He joined the Overmountain Men led by John Sevier, Isaac Shelby anc William Campbell.  They met Ferguson at Kings Mountain, South Carolina where they defeated him and his Tory followers.  Thomas Coldwell is listed as captain in historian J. D. Lewis' account of the Battle of Kings Mountain.  Captain Coldwell returned to his farm in Hawkins County where he petitioned for and received seven more North Carolina grants for an additional 2,000 acres.  Thomas and Delphia lived out their lives on their plantation raising their eight children.  Thomas died on May 9. 1804 and Delphia died on November 25, 1808.  Both are buried on their land now owned by Charles Johnson and his wife.  Captain Coldwell's grave is marked with a Revolutionary War headstone.
